Never put fingers or other objects
in an outlet.

Keep metal objects out of toasters.

Never use anything with a cord or
plug around water.

Learn what “Danger High Voltage”
signs look like, and stay away
from power lines, substations and
electrical equipment.

Don’t climb trees near power
lines, tree branches can
conduct electricity.

Stay away from low-hanging or
downed power lines. Have an adult
call 911.

Fly drones, kites, and model aircraft
in open areas away from power
poles, power lines and substations.

Never attempt to retrieve a kite or
device that is caught in a power line
or that falls into a substation. Call us
at 888-DIAL-PNM.
